WHAT TO EXPECT

CAMP BUTMIR

A portion of the compound opened in 1997 and the other portion opened in 2000.  The housing section consists of 26 new permanent living quarters.  AFN TV and radio are broadcast on the compound.  The base is here to support HQ SFOR.

BILLETING (BLDG 103):  Capacity is 1040 rooms with 1-2 persons per room.  A $10 key and linen is required.  The deposit will be given back once you clear billeting upon departure of Camp Butmir.  Bath facilities are down the hall with five shower stalls.  Billeting hours are M-F 0700-1900; Sat-Sun 0800-1900.  After duty hours, the Billeting Managers are on an on-call basis.  Phone IPN 941-8523.

DINING FACILITY:  Breakfast 0630-0830; Lunch 1130-1330; Dinner 1800-2030.

SICK CALL:  M-F 0800-1200 and 1500-17000; Sat 0900-1200 and 1500-1700; Sun 11500-1700; emergencies any time IPN 98-941-4185.  Hosted by the Slovenians.

THERAPEUTIC MASSAGE:  Open 7 days a week 0800-2000.  DM 15/25.

AAFES PX:  Daily, 0900-2100.  Takes credit cards, DM, or US currency and checks.  

NAAFI:  British PX Daily 1000-1900.

GERMAN PX:  Mon, Wed, Fri 1900-2000.

FRENCH PX: Mon-Sat 1000-1900

MWA STORE:  Daily, 1000-2000

ECHOS “THE SHELTER”:  Mon-Sat 0800-2200; Sun 1000-2200; TV, Coffee, Draft beer and Food.

ECHOS “THE SOURCE”: Mon-Sat 0800-2200; Sun 1000-2200; TV, Coffee, Draft beer and Food.

PIZZA PLACE:  Daily 0800-2300.  Pizza , Beer, Wine and coffee.

BURGER KING/POPEYES CHICKEN/ANTHONY’S PIZZA/BASKIN ROBINS:  Daily 1000-2000.

CAFÉ ROYALE:  Daily, 0700-2300. Coffee, Beer and some snack food.

KNEZ:  Daily, 0700-2300.   Coffee, Beer, Wine, and menu food.

MWR DAY ROOM:  Daily 24-hours.  Cyber Cafe is for soldiers to have access to computers and telephones Mon-Sat.  Big screen TV/VCR, refrigerator, popcorn, and microwave oven.

Millennium:  Daily 1000-2300.  Big screen TV/VCR, pool table, darts, and bar.

LAUNDRY:  Mon-Sat 0700-2000, Sun - Closed.  Located on the second floor of building 225, across from the SFOR HQ building and behind Brown and Root compound.

RECREATION:  One gym, Basketball Court, Volleyball, ping-pong, treadmill, stairmaster, free weights and outdoor basketball and volleyball courts.  Open 24 hours

BARBERSHOP:  Mon-Sat 0900-2000

BEAUTY/BARBER SHOP:  Mon-Sat 0900-2000.

SAMS PLACE:   Smoke free environment.  Big screen TV/VCR, Food, and Beer. Mon-Sun 1800-2300.

WHAT TO BRING

Here are some items you may consider bringing:

Checks /Checkbook (there are no ATMs) Local currency is DM.  If you are a Reservist, you are not allowed to cash a check at finance your last 30 days of assignment (US ARMY ruling).

Recommend you bring about 200 DM and $100.
Rank if you will be promoted – USN rank and clothing items are hard to come by

LIVING AT HQ SFOR SARAJEVO

MISSION/AREA:  There are over 39 countries supporting HQ SFOR.  You will have the opportunity to live and work in a very unique and challenging environment.  Sarajevo is still recovering from the war and can still be a dangerous place, however, many areas of the city are accessible to you.  Shops and cafes are open and reconstruction is on-going in many areas.  There is crime in the streets, but when you follow the force protection rules, you should be safe.  Use caution when driving in country, the majority of injuries occur with driving accidents.  Be alert and use common sense.  
Camp Butmir has a dining facility and a laundry service.  There are small variations in house rules from place to place, but the most important ones are:


- Smoking and drinking are only permitted in designated areas


- No cooking in the rooms


- Obey electrical safety rules.  Do not overload outlets


- Observe quiet hours


- Do not clean your boots or equipment in showers or toilets


- Practice water conservation.  Use no more hot water than necessary

The specific rules for the place you are staying can be found on the information boards.

MEALS:  There is no cost for meals at the dining facility.  The food is normally pretty good.  There is a good variety to choose from.  There are several restaurants on the compounds that are reasonably priced.  You may also take advantage of some local restaurants.  The quality is good and although a few are expensive, you will find most very reasonably priced.  Credit Cards are not honored.

DRESS:  BDUs, Dungarees, Kakies or flight suits are the uniforms of the day.    Civilian clothes are authorized when not on duty.  When you go off the post/compound you must be in uniform, unless you are holding an exemption card for your division for official business.

WATER:  Bottle drinking water is available (Free).  The tap water is okay for bathing, but I would not recommend you drink it.  The most successful plan is to try to schedule showers, etc., during non-peak hours.  

LAUNDRY: The established free laundry service is reliable though it will be a little harder on clothes than you are used to, and will usually take two or three days to turn around. For a small additional fee you can get individual attention. 

TRANSPORTATION:  Official transportation requirements are met by SFOR.  There are regularly scheduled “channel flights” which run the routes from Italy (Naples),  Germany (Ramstein, Heidelberg) Greece (Elefsis), Norway (Stavenger) Denmark (Karup) Hungary (Tazar) Croatia (Zagreb, Split), and the major airports in BiH (Sarajevo, Tuzla). 

FINANCE:  The currency of choice in BiH is the German Mark.  US dollars are good in a few places and is the currency for the AAFES outlets in Sarajevo.  Check cashing and currency exchange are available Mon.-Sat in the Finance Office at the Base Support Battalion..

POST OFFICE:  The mail service is reliable, but slow.  The average transit time for letters/first class priority post is from 7-10 days from the US East Coast, and about 5 days from Europe.  I would not recommend sending anything of high value, since there have been some cases where parcels were opened without explanation.  When you process through PERSCO please fill out a locator card with their assistance to ensure your mail delivery.  There is a postal drop box in lobbies of the Hotels.  MAIL FROM B-H TO THE STATES IS FREE FOR LETTERS.  Also, you can use the Military Postal System (MPS) for letters and parcels in Europe.  Your address is:

EMAIL:  You can still receive and send email while deployed here.  You can request an account to be started and have access to email. You can sign up for a free e-mail account  through msn.com called hotmail.com or yahoo.com and finally netscape.com before you deploy. At Camp Butmir there is also tri-service dayroom where Internet access is available.

RECREATION: There is a large gym by the barracks and a small gym in the recreation tent next to the Norwegian PX. Jogging is currently allowed inside the camp (about .2 KM route on paved and gravel areas). Three AFN channels are available in the TV rooms. Bars are on the compound. Pool tables, ping-pong tables, dartboards, and video games are also located on the compound. MWR also offers trips, and they sponsor other activities that are available about four nights per week such as bingo, movies, and parties.  MWA offers Tours in Sarajevo and other area's outside of Sarajevo.  All paid Ski trips are also available to all Military Members. 

CINEMA:  There is no Theater in BUTMIR.  Tuzla has a Cinema.

EDUCATION OPPORTUNITIES: The University of Maryland, Central College of Texas, and the City College of Chicago both offer courses on the Butmir complex.  DOD policy permits 100% tuition reimbursement for eligible personnel.  30.00 for first time Student sign-up and book cost.  Hours of operations: Mon-Fri 0900-1800.

Curfew:  Every day from 2300-0600.  All personnel must be on a containment site by curfew.  This is strictly enforced. 

DRIVER’s Safety:  Always wear safety belts.  Obey the speed limits:  10k on compounds; 50k in the city (area inside Sarajevo Basin).  Speed limits are strictly enforced.  Drive defensively and obey the SFOR speed limits.  Always turn on your headlights.  Stay on the main road and paved surfaces unless you have been given specific orders.  SFOR personnel are to help each other, stop when you spot an SFOR vehicle in trouble.  Keep enough distance from the vehicle ahead of you.  Keep in mind, road conditions in B-H are of a low standard.  You will find no guardrails in places they should be.  Traffic discipline of the local population is poor, again drive defensively and obey the SFOR traffic rules.

   If you have an international license bring it. That will make getting your Bosnia license easier.

Alcohol Consumption:  General Order #1 (as amended 8 Nov 97) applies to all troop contributing nations, required any alcohol consumption to be in moderation, using common sense, self-discipline and good judgment.  Compliance is expected.

· Driving while intoxicated will result in disciplinary action

· Hard liquor is not allowed to be sold or consumed (except with COS approval)

· Bars are to be open for sale of alcohol between 1800-2230.

· Sales of alcohol are restricted to one open can or bottle per person at a time

· Sales may be made to one person for his/her group with the restriction of one open can or 

bottle per person

· No beer may be removed from the bars

· Wine may be removed either open or closed from the bars

· Personnel will not utilize establishments where the primary function is the sale of alcohol 

(nightclubs, bars, etc.).  You can have beer or wine with a meal in a restaurant, unless you       are armed and/or driving.

Civilian Clothes:  Civilian clothing is permitted only in accommodation areas and in on-camp bars.  Unless you have an exemption card, you must wear military uniform when exiting a compound.  Some exemptions are allowed when on a tour sponsored by MWR or MWA.  With permission from your division while on 96hour pass or leave you may were civilian clothing while leaving camp.  Unless exempt, the carrying of a weapon is prohibited when wearing civilian clothing.  Weapons will not be concealed.  

REST AND RECUPERATION (R&R):   The current  policy is that you are allowed 1 day for every 30 days deployed after completing 60 days in country before applying for R&R.

If you are deployed for 4 months, you are authorized 4 days (96 hours liberty) of R&R in theater (Europe). 

LEAVE:   Members serving on orders for more that 179 days will be authorized leave while in theater.  (Not in some billets)  

SMOKING:  No smoking in sleep areas, to include the hallways.  No smoking in the dining areas.  Smoke only in designated areas.  

CUSTOMS AND COURTESIES:  Saluting - learn the other nations’ ranks and salute.  When you see a car drive past you with one or more stars on it, salute.  When you see three vehicles going past you with the blue lights flashing, salute.

FINANCE ISSUES

PER DIEM

Per diem rate for Sarajevo and the surrounding areas is $3.50 per day effective 29 June 1998.  The entitlement to per diem stops when you start R&R leave. 

HOSTILE FIRE PAY (HFP)

HFP is payable at $150.00 per month.  It takes only one day in the designated HFP or Combat Zone Tax Exclusion area (land or air) to be eligible to receive HFP, a 15 day absence from the designated area will not affect the entitlements.   
COMBAT ZONE TAX EXCLUSION (CZTE)

The exclusion of federal tax earnings when stationed in Bosnia-Herzegovina, Croatia, and Macedonia is retroactive to 21 November 1995.  As with HFP, it takes only one day in the designated area to be entitled to CZTE.  The amount of the exclusion for officers is $4377.90 per month (includes $150.00 HFP).  All taxable income over $4377.90 is not excluded and will be taxed at the rate elected by the officer.  Enlisted will continue to have all their pay excluded.  Currently (as of Apr 98) eight states also have some type of tax relief established - Alabama, California, Colorado, Idaho, Maryland, New Mexico, Oklahoma, and South Carolina.

FAMILY SEPARATION ALLOWANCE (FSA)

Is payable to those who have family members.  Must be deployed for 30 consecutive days or more.  A 15-day absence from the TDY station does not affect the entitlement to FSA-T.  FSA -T is payable at $100.00 per month.  Paid upon return to station with travel voucher. 

FOREIGN DUTY PAY (FDP)

FDP is paid to enlisted members in the OJG AOR.  Entitlement is established when you are in the designated area for eight continuous days.  When absent from the FDP area for over 24 hours, the entitlement stops on the day after the day of departure from the AOR.  FDP is payable at the following rates:

AWARDS AND DECORATIONS

ARMED FORCES EXPEDITIONARY MEDAL (AFEM)

Awarded to all individuals who have served in OPERATION JOINT FORGE for 30 consecutive or 60 non-consecutive days in the territory or airspace of Bosnia-Herzegovina and Croatia from 21 June 1998 till present.  Report to your PSD Awards and Decorations Section with a completed copy of your travel voucher to get it updated in your service records at the end of your tour.

NATO MEDAL

Awarded to those who serve 30 days (continuous or accumulated) in the territory or air space of the Former Yugoslavia and the Adriatic Sea, for 90 days (continuous or accumulated) in direct support of NATO operations in areas adjacent to the Former Republic of Yugoslavia.  Report to your PSD Awards and Decorations Section with a completed copy of your travel voucher and NATO Medal certificate (received here) to get updated in your service records.

JOINT SERVICE OR NAVY DECORATIONS

You must have clearly demonstrated throughout your TDY going above and beyond normal duties.  Doing your job earns you the two previous mentioned awards.   Depending on level of responsibility and achievements during your deployment.  The majority of deployed Navy personnel here in Sarajevo will qualify for the Joint Service awards.  This will depend on the billet number/duty position you are filling.

STORY OF SARAJEVO
Sarajevo is the capital city of the Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina.  The city is located at the furthest southeastern fringe of the Sarajevo Basin.  Sarajevo is situated on the valley  crossroads running along the valleys of the Bosnia and Neretva rivers, and it is on the path that connects northern Europe with the Mediterranean Sea.  Bosnia itself has been from the earliest times an objective or a route for the different cultures of the world.  Resting on moderate slopes, the Sarajevo Basin’s geographical features enhanced the appeal of this valley as a route for the armies, peoples, and Kingdoms of Rome, Greece, and Asia Minor.

While the Roman Empire began its conquest of the Bosnian area in the 7th century, the Slavs had already begun their migration.  To a lesser extent, the Croats and Serbs were also migrating, primarily into Northern Yugoslavia.  When the Romans conquered the Illyrians in the 9th century, they established their headquarters near the thermal springs of what is today known as Ilidza.

In the middle of the 15th century the area was annexed to the Ottoman Empire and the Turks founded the city “Sarajovasi” (“Saraj” meaning castle or palace, “ovas” meaning field).  Translated into the Slavic language, the name became “Sarajevo.” 

During the 16th century, the Ottoman rule was characterized by toleration towards other religious creeds.  The Orthodox, Catholic, and Sephardic Jews all laid the foundations for the cultural pluralism, which is seen in Sarajevo today.

From 1878-1918 Bosnia was a province under Austro-Hungarian imperial rule.  Serbs, Croats, and Muslims each created modern-style political parties.  This economical and cultural atmosphere lasted until 28 June 1914, when the assassination of Austrian Archduke Franz Ferdinand and his wife Sofia in Sarajevo, at the hands of Gavrilo Princip, a Serbian nationalist, ignited World War I.  Despite major campaigns in neighboring Serbia, no significant fighting occurred in Bosnia.  However, Austrian officials repressed the Bosnian Serbs, because they suspected many of them of sympathizing with their wartime enemy, Serbia.  

Yugoslavia was overrun by German and Italian forces during World War II and Bosnia was incorporated into the “Independent State of Croatia,” under the sponsorship of its German and Italian occupiers.  During this period the Croatian fascists, engaged in genocidal atrocities against the Serbs, Jews, Gypsies, and political opponents from all groups.  Then on 16 April 1945, partisans led by Josip Broz Tito entered Sarajevo and Yugoslavia was proclaimed a Communist country with six republics under his rule.  Sarajevo continued to develop not only as a political and social center, but was also considered to be the university, scientific, artistic, cultural, and economic heart of Bosnia-Herzegovina.  On 4 May 1980 Tito died and a new collective government was formed.  For many people this was the beginning of the end for Yugoslavia. 

When the Berlin Wall came down in 1989 the door was opened for the first elections to be held in Yugoslavia.  What followed were demonstrations and referendums that called for autonomy and segregation of the three ethnic groups.  The city, which lies in the valley of the

Mountains surround Miljacka River, on which were placed 260 tanks, 120 mortars, and many weapons of smaller caliber.  The Yugoslav National Army, aided by the local terrorists, encircled the city and started to tighten the circle around its 500,000 citizens.

On 5 April 1992, Sarajevo was attacked.   By 2 May 1992, the city was completely blockaded and the government of Bosnia-Herzegovina appealed for foreign military intervention.  The UN moved to separate the belligerents and imposed some stability to the region.  A part of the city was occupied and the rest, which could not be conquered, was exposed to a barrage of shelling and artillery fire.

Every day some 4,000 shells hit the city. Among the targets were hospitals, libraries, museums, and the places where the citizens stood in lines for bread and water.  The aggressors destroyed the Post Office and the city was left without telephones, water, gas, and electricity.  The food supply was fast disappearing and the cemeteries were expanding.  

On 20 December 1995, the UN turned over its Bosnian operation to NATO and its 60,000 strong Implementation Force (IFOR).  Operation “JOINT ENDEAVOR,” which included 20,000 US troops, was expected to last for one year.

Then on 26 February 1996 by opening the Northwest Passage, Sarajevo was proclaimed an opened city.  After the Dayton Agreement and the coming of the IFOR, the aggressors started to leave the occupied territory around the city.  They plundered, burned and destroyed everything.  On 19 March 1996, the aggressors left the occupied district of the city - Grbavica -, which was the last part of the city to be returned to the government of Bosnia and Herzegovina.  

An estimated 10,615 persons, including 1,601 children, lost their lives in Sarajevo.  More than 50,000 persons were wounded, and a great number of those still remain invalids.  The siege of the city lasted from 2 May 1992 to 26 February 1996 (or 1,395 days), which is the longest siege in the modern history of mankind.

HISTORICAL POINTS OF INTEREST

OSLOBODENJE NEWSPAPER BUILDING:  Also known as the Publication Building.  This liberal daily newspaper of Sarajevo continued publication throughout the siege, only missing one edition during all that time.  Because of a liberal editorial policy promoting ethnic harmony, the tower was targeted by Serb artillery.  It was destroyed early in the summer of 1992, but continued to function by moving into basements.  The Serb MFCs would use the tower as a reference point for their artillery.

THE STATE MUSEUM:  Built in 1888, the exhibits were packed up and moved, and not returned.  Now it is used to host presidential meetings.  Muslim trenches are in the garden behind, marking the front line.  The last people to be killed during the siege died here when a shell hit a tram just before the Dayton Peace Agreement was signed. 

HOLIDAY INN:  It remained open for guests (mostly journalists) throughout the siege.  It costs $200 for a room with a window and $400 for a room facing inwards.  A view of the mountains meant a view of a snipers’ nest.  The hotel took in guests all through the siege.

PRINCIP BRIDGE:  This bridge crosses the River Miljacka and is the spot where Serb student Garvil Princip stood to assassinate Archduke Franz Ferdinand, the Austrian heir, on    28 June 1914.  These shots led to the outbreak of World War I.  Princip used to be a national hero, but because he was a Serb, he is forgotten these days.  The monument that marked the spot of the assassination was removed.   

MARKALE MARKET PLACE:  Three bombs exploded in different times in the vicinity causing many casualties.  In the last one on 28 August 1995, a mortar shell, killed 41 people and wounded another 85.  This incident was the immediate cause of the NATO air strikes, the signing of the Dayton Agreement and the gradual lifting of the siege.  

ZETRA STADIUM:  This site hosted the 1984 Olympics.  The stadium was hit by artillery fire and burnt during the siege.  It is surrounded by graves, and the basement was used as a morgue for a while.  It is known as “Ice Station Zetra.”

OLD LIBRARY:  This library was built in 1894 and was regarded as the most important building in Sarajevo.  Serb shells hit it on 25 August 1992, and over one million books were lost in the subsequent fire.  It is said that the town rained burnt paper for ten days.

MUSLIM TV STATION:  This station managed to transmit throughout the siege.  It was also the only hill the defenders of Sarajevo managed to hold on to, as a result a mass grave yard started.  Unfortunately, the Serbs used to snipe at the funeral parties as they laid their loved ones to rest, so a single funeral ended up with even more deaths.  As a result, burials only took place after last light. 

ROMEO AND JULIET BRIDGE:  The bridge is where the first death from a sniper occurred during the war.  It was also the place before the war where young lovers of mixed religion would meet.  Later in the siege, a Muslim girl was wounded on the bridge.  Her Serb boyfriend tried to rescue her, and he was also hit.  They died together, in a no-mans land, with no one able to rescue them. 

VRACA WAR MEMORIAL:  This memorial is to the World War II dead.  Vraca was an old Austrian fort and housed a German headquarters during 1941-45.  It provides a spectacular view of Sarajevo.

DODRINJA HOUSING ESTATE:  Next to the airport is one of the heaviest shelled areas.  There are also tunnels under the roads here, which allowed inhabitants to move safely between the airport and their homes to get food.  The Dobrinja-Butmir tunnel is 1.2 meters wide, 1.6 meters high, and 760 meters long.  In the official communication between local politicians and UNPROFOR this public secret has been referred to as “the non-existent tunnel.”

BUTMIR AERODROME:  This was the Sarajevo military aerodrome for the Yugoslav National Air Force. Serb and Muslim bunkers and anti-personnel mines encircled the area.  They still exist today all around the perimeter.

THE OLYMPIC MUSEUM:  After the games the Olympic Museum was opened and it became the site for art exhibits.  In 1992, a few days after the mayor announced that the American Embassy would be housed in the villa, it was destroyed by artillery fire. 

THE NATIONAL THEATER:  Built in 1898 during the Austro-Hungarian rule in Bosnia.  Regardless of the continual danger from snipers and shelling, the theater staged performances for audiences who filled the cold auditorium that had not been heated for years.
