Housing Updates

· Common Areas 

Housing is making an effort to keep resident units’ common areas clean and clutter free. The following notice has been issued via base newspaper, website, AFN and flyers to units: If bicycles are not removed from common areas by 7 JUNE, Housing will move these bikes to exterior racks and lock them with US Gov’t locks. To remove the locks, residents must visit the Housing Facilities office. 

· Sunshade and Wainscoting

Sunshade installation is complete at the support site.

Wainscoting is still being installed.

· Air Conditioner Systems 
Air Conditioner systems have been prepared for summer usage. Residents may turn them on now.

· The following items were asked for Housing to follow up on: 
· Can bicycles be stored on balconies? Per Occupant Handbook for Government Quarters, bicycles cannot be stored on balconies.

· Who is responsible for cleaning the fan vent in the laundry rooms?

· Who can residents call to pick up old furniture (i.e. mattresses) instead of dumping them in the dumpsters? They should contact the Housing Trouble Desk or their Zone Manager.

· A resident has a sunshade that is fraying on the edges. She has been instructed by her Zone Manager to draft a letter to document this sunshade. Housing PAO will follow-up with this for her.

1829-1836 Activities Committee:

· Current NAMHA VP is still looking for input and ideas on how to organize and run a Christmas Parade at the support site.

· NAMHA should look into organizing some type of Halloween event at the support site. Past efforts were not fully support by NSA Command because this takes away from MWR’s Carney Park event.

· Balcony Contest: Not much progress in this. Questions about how to properly and fairly judge the different balconies because not all the buildings are the same and a ground floor balcony is not the same as a third floor balcony. Also, how do we include parcos? Much to be worked out. MWR is ready to provide banners if we ever figure this out.
