Naples Housing Association Looking for New Members 

The Military Housing Community Association for the Naples area is being re-activated. 

This is great news for housing residents at the support site and government parcos for several reasons. The association will be an excellent venue for residents to become involved and to share ideas for enhancing the quality of life in the American military community in Naples. It will also be an efficient way for the Housing Department to notify and communicate with residents about critical issues related to their homes and their community. In addition, by participating in the association, residents will be given the opportunity to help develop a better community for future residents of the Naples community. 

The association was last active around 1996, when the government housing complex in Pinetamare closed and residents began moving into support site housing units.

Members of the re-activated association will elect a representing council. Council members will in turn elect association officers. 

There is no cost involved in becoming a member or in participating as a member in the general business meetings of the association. All residents of military housing in Naples who are 18 years and older are eligible to become members. 

Council members, serving terms of one year at a minimum, will act as the governing and "action body" of the association. Members interested in serving on the first council but who have less than a year residency left in their unit may still apply for consideration if their projected rotation date is May 1, 2004 or later. 

The Housing Department will provide membership applications to each military housing unit. These will also be available at the front desk of the Housing Welcome Center, Housing facility building, Housing Warehouse, Housing satellite office at Capodichino, through the zone managers, at the front desk of various Bachelor Housing facilities or directly from Housing by sending an e-mail. 

The application form also includes a space for joining members to nominate individuals to serve as a council member for their area. Council members will represent a parco or number of residential buildings at the support site or the Bachelor Lodge. 

Completed membership forms can be returned to: the Housing Welcome Center front desk; Facilities Building behind the Welcome Center; Housing satellite office; your zone manager; or the front desk of any of the Bachelor Housing facilities.

Association members vote for a representing council member for their respective support site zone, lodge or parco. Voting will be by written ballot that will be e-mailed to each registered member shortly after the association membership forms are collected and organized. Balloting for council members will be handled the same way as the association membership forms. 

Once established, the council will elect officers to help energize the association. A general membership assembly meeting for all members will be called thereafter to officially install the council and declare the Naples Area Government Housing Community Association active once again.
