Naples Area Military Housing Association is officially re-activated

With a year in the planning, the Naples Area Military Housing Association has officially been re-activated. Members and council members were recruited throughout the month of July and on Sept.11, NAMHA had its first council member meeting at the support site. Eager residents gathered to discuss their visions and expectations for the Association and their housing community. Association officers were elected at the meeting. 

A similar military housing association was established and successfully operated years ago when the NSA Housing office was located in Pinetamare. That housing association in Pinetamare served as a forum for open discussion so that residents and NSA Naples officials could work together towards the building a safe, healthy and attractive housing community. 

Among the many objectives that the Naples Area Military Housing Association has, NAMHA will also work to promote community unity, pride and relationship in order to best serve the residents of the community. 

“I was glad that there was going to be a forum for the residents to address concerns and bring up suggestions to improve the quality of life here. I want the Association to be a place that people can bring their ideas to improve our community,” says Association president. 

Though council members have already been elected or assigned to most of the military housing zones, there are still some zones that need volunteer residents to serve as council members. Council members serve as the governing body of the Association and must meet at least once a month. General membership is open to all government housing residents living on the support site and government leased parcos. (Members must be at least 18 years.) 

The next NAMH meeting will be held on Thursday, Oct. 23, 2003 at 6 p.m., at the Family Housing Community Center at the support site. All government housing residents are encouraged to attend bringing their positive ideas and suggestions to help improve their community.
