Proper Sunshade Usage

Sunshade installation at the support site is well under way. By summertime, the NSA Housing Department will have installation of the sunshades completed for all residential buildings at the support site. These shades will come in handy during the hot summer months to help keep your house cooler and reduce extreme usage of the central air conditioning.

You’ve probably noticed that many of the support site residential buildings already have their sunshades installed. NSA Housing Department urges those residents to use these sunshades as directed, through instructional flyers that were distributed to each unit during installation process. Following are important usage guidelines to keep in mind:

· Sunshades should only be used to shade sunlight. These shades should not be used as privacy shades, or serve as protection against rain and inclement weather. As many of you know, heavy winds unfasten the anchored shades and can create safety hazard – not to mention annoying noise from the shades slapping onto the balcony railing.

· When rolled down, roll them down completely and be sure to tightly fasten and anchor the shade to the brackets.

· Remember to roll up the shade when you are not at home, at night, during rain, wind and stormy weather.

· Residents will be held liable for any damage resulting from failure to properly use sunshade as directed.

As a result, the railing was bent, paint chipped and roof tiles broke.
