Halloween Safety Tips in Naples

Halloween is upon us and on 31 October children will dress up in their favorite costume and swarm into the neighborhood in search of treats.  As parents, it is our responsibility to ensure that good sense precautions are observed, hazards are not overlooked and our loved ones have a safe and enjoyable time.  Proper supervision will element most problems.  With more people living on the support site more children are trick or treating, driving will require more awareness.  We at the Safety Office would like for you to have a good time trick-or-treating; we also want you to be safe.

The Safety Office recommends the following safety precautions:

a. Bags or sacks should be light colored or decorated with reflective tape.  Most trick or treating occurs at night when visibility is poor.  A child dressed in dark costume is hard to see.  Insist your children wear light-colored costumes with reflected strips of cloth or tape sewn on the material.  Give them a flashlight with fresh batteries or a chemical light to make it easier for them to see and be seen. 

b. Jack-o-lanterns should be kept away from landings and doorsteps, where they could become a trip hazard for children rushing from one house to another.  Children should be cautioned against running out from between parked cars, or across lawns and yards where ornaments, furniture can present danger.  Having children stay on walkways and only visit homes that are lighted can minimize tripping hazards from yard toys.  Use crosswalks when crossing the streets.

c. Drivers have a unique responsibility to be especially vigilant by driving extra carefully through neighborhoods.  Backing out of parking spaces can be particularly dangerous.  Proceed only when you know the way is clear.  Expect the unexpected.

d. JACK-O-LANTERNS LIT BY CANDLELIGHT IS NOT ALLOWED ON THE SUPPORT SITE OR ANY OTHER GOVERNMENT USED BUILDINGS AND IS JUST NOT A GOOD IDEA AT ALL.
