· First Aid Kit 

· Blanket 

· Spare Fuses 

· Shovel 

· Engine Fluids 

· Flashlight 

· Flares/Reflective Devices 

· Tool Kit 

· Extra Fan Belt (serpentine) 

· Water 

· Fire Extinguisher 

· Jumper Cables 

· Duct or Electrical Tape 

· Jack/Lugnut Wrench 

· Spare Tire (properly inflated) 

· Sand, Cat
